City of Nokomis Council EXECUTIVE SESSION Minutes
July 10, 2023
The City Council of the City of Nokomis, County of Montgomery, Illinois went into an executive session at 7:19 P.M. during their regular City council meeting on Monday, July 10, 2023. Those present were Commissioners Morris, Glenn, Arkebauer; Stauder and Mayor Goldsmith. Also present was City Clerk and Attorney Chris Sherer.
Commissioner Morris made a motion to go into executive session during its regular session at 7:19 P.M. to discuss the Collective negotiating matters between the public body and its employees or their representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of the employees (5ILCS 120/2 (c) (2). The purchase or lease of real property for use of the public body (5ILCS 120/2 (c)(5). The setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the public body (5ILCS 120/2 (c)(6). The appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of a specific employee of the Public Body 5ILCS 120/2 (c) (1). Commissioner Arkebauer seconded the motion. Voting yes, Commissioners Morris, Glenn, Arkebauer, and Stauder; and Mayor Goldsmith. Nays, none. The motion carried.
Commissioner Glenn made a motion to begin executive session at 7:22 P.M. Commissioner Arkebauer seconded the motion.  Voting yes, Commissioners Morris, Glenn, Arkebauer, Stauder and Mayor Goldsmith. Nays none. The motion carried. 

Mayor Goldsmith stated that he spoke with the public works union on the contract. He stated that they are hopefully almost finished with negotiations. Mayor Goldsmith stated that during his discussions with the Union representatives, they are considering a boot allowance. Mayor Goldsmith explained the chart for pay increases. Commissioner Glenn had questions about the step-in pay for the employees and Commissioner Morris stated she did not like the gap in pay for one of the employees. Commissioner Arkebauer also expressed his concern with the gap in pay raises for this year. Discussion was continued on the contact, salary negotiations, training, longevity and foreman pay and the breakdown on how to get everyone equal. Commissioner Glenn asked the Council if the city even needs so many employees.  Mayor Goldsmith let the Council know that not hiring to replace Brian once he retires is also an option. Discussion was then held on who runs the wastewater plant once Brian has retired. Discission was also held on the Class of the plant and the Class of license that Greg Scoles has.
Commissioner Glenn stated that he had spoken with Joe Cervi on the property on Front Street that City is in the process of purchasing. Commissioner Glenn stated that he and Mr. Cervi had looked at the trailers on the lot to decide if they could be moved or if they needed to be torn down. Discussion was held on whether the City or Mr. Beach should be responsible for moving the trailers. Commissioner Glenn stated that Mr. Cervi said he could demolish the trailers for around five or six thousand dollars plus dumpster fees. Or he could move them for around eight hundred dollars. Commissioner Glenn stated that Mr. Beach wants to change the terms of the sale, however the contract has already been signed. Commissioner Glenn stated that he would like to help Mr. Beach in getting the lots cleaned up so we can finish the sale. Commissioner Glenn stated that he will talk with Joe Cervi and Lester Hamlin to see if it is feasible to move the trailers or just have them demolished. 
Mayor Goldsmith let the Council know that he had spoken with M&M services about the property on Front Street they have for sale. Mayor Goldsmith stated that they will be asking $30,000.00 for the property. Discussion was held on the property, history and size. Discussion was also held on how the City could purchase the property is they decide to purchase it. Mayor Goldsmith stated he is going to investigate potential property developers.

The Council reviewed the applications for part-time summer help. Deciding on Alexandra Pavolka for the position. 
With nothing more to discuss. Commissioner Glenn made a motion to exit the executive session at 8:24 P.M. Commissioner Morris seconded the motion. Voting yes, Commissioners Morris, Glenn, Arkebauer, Stauder, and Mayor Goldsmith. Nays, none. The motion carried.
